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Brainstorming Worksheet

1. First, individually brainstorm about the math/quantitative struggles your students have in your classes.  Write a key word or example on a sticky note.  Keep going with a word/example per note.
2. From the pile you created in #1, choose one (or a few) specific math/quantitative aspect on which you can create an assignment to implement in at least one course you teach next semester.  (Your assignment might add new content or it may simply deepen the quantitative reasoning you already teach.)
3. Articulate the learning objective(s) you have for your students that you will address with this lesson or assignment you made in #2. Start creating the framework for the assignment.
4. (Optional – if you have time) Referring back to the pile you made in #1, what other lesson or assignment(s) could you create to implement the following semester that will deepen or extend the math/quantitative reasoning elements?
5.  In one or two sentences summarize the topic and goal of your idea.   Share this with your group. Discuss.

Continue this discussion over lunch. Exchange ideas for content and strategy. Also discuss challenges you perceive (but don’t get stuck complaining about them).
